STEP 1 Read and understand all steps in the instructions before PIC 1
starting the installation. Park the motorcycle on a hard, level
surface and turn off the ignition. Let motorcycle cool.

STEP 2 Locate existing installed Prism+ Bluetooth Controller; or
install the Prism+ Bluetooth Controller, or other Prism+ Light
Kit, per the instructions provided with them.

STEP 3 Connect Roulette Wheel to the Bluetooth Controller or ulw PIC 2
Prism+ extension cords or lights; being aware of the four
different channels on the controller: front left, front right,
rear left, and rear right. Turn on the Bluetooth Controller .
switch, open the Kuryakyn Prism+ App on your phone, and PRISM+

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STEP 4 After testing the Roulette Wheel, disconnect it.

STEP S5 Unfasten the screws on each side of the Roulette Wheel
and disconnect the two halves.

STEP 6 Locate the provided rubber spacers. Test fit the rubber SPACER
spacers with the Roulette Wheel around the front axle
bushing to determine which will be the best fit, or if a spacer
is needed. The Roulette Wheel should not be able to move
when fully installed.

STEP 7 Refer to PIC 4, 5 and 6. Align and place the two halves
of the wheel over the front axle bushing, with the spacer
placed in between the wheel and bushing if it is needed.
Secure the wheel in place by fastening the two screws
on either side of it. Be sure the spacer is not pinched in
between the two halves. Fully tighten hardware. OFF BIKE VIEW

STEP 8 Apply a small amount of dielectric grease to the plug end
of the Roulette Wheel. Route the cord accordingly and
connect the Roulette Wheel to other Prism+ extension cords
or lights, or the Bluetooth Controller.

STEP 9 Test the function of the lights. Ensure all of the lights
properly function before operating motorcycle.

STEP 10 Secure all cords in a safe place. Ensure that cords are f
secured away from any moving parts, excessive heat or .
