MOUNTING WITH SINGLE SCREW

STEP 3 Determine which of the included socket head cap screws from the FIG 1
hardware kit will provide maximum thread engagement in the mirror

stem without bottoming out. Apply a small amount of Red Loctite to the
screws that will be used.

STEP 4 Refer to FIG 1. Place a split lock washer over the socket head cap
screw and insert it in the hole in the hand control.
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STEP 5 Place an internal lock washer over the protruding end of the cap screw. <:: INTERNAL TOOTH LOCK WASHER
STEP 6 While holding the mirror in place, thread the socket head cap screw [.j<: HANDLEBAR CONTROL
into the bottom of the mirror stem.

STEP 7 Adjust the position of the mirror stem for visibility and clearance;
tighten the socket head cap screw. <:= SOCKET HEAD CAP SCREW

STEP 8 Repeat steps 3 through 7 for the opposite side.

STEP 10 Remove the stock mirror; hold the stock turn signal to prevent it from
being damaged.

Apply a small
amount of Red Loctite to the shorter side of the stud. Screw the short
side of the double ended stud into the new mirror stem and fully

STEP 16 Repeat steps 9 through 15 for the left side.

STEP 17 Adjust the mirrors for proper view before riding the motorcycle.
