STEP 2 Referring to FIG.1, remove the 1/2” bolt, spacer, internal tooth lock washer
and lock plate from the Longhorn Arm. Set these items aside for now, they will

be used to install the Longhorn Arm.

Quick lamp before fully tightening the fasteners. The clamp may

N OTJCE future removal of fasteners easier.

Place the Magnum Quick Clamp around the engine
guard tube (making sure that the head of the hinge
pin is facing up) that you choose as your mounting
point. Close the clamp; insert the bolt that was
removed in STEP 2, being sure to use the internal
tooth lock washer, and place the spacer washer in
between the clamp halves. FIG 1

NOTE: Spacer washer must be installed between clamp

clamping or damage to the clamp.

Place the lock plate on the other side of the clamp so
that the smooth side is facing the clamp and the
splines are facing outwards toward the arm.

Place the Longhorn arm on the clamp and secure with
the 1/2” fastener. DO NOT fully tighten them at this
point. Sit on the bike and determine the desired arm

orientation, adjust as needed and tighten the 1/2” fastener securely.

The angle of the clevis may be adjusted by loosening the 5/16"fastener that secures the clevis to
the arm. PIC 1 and FIG 1 Rotate the clevis to the desired position. Tighten the fastener securely.

Repeat STEP 2 through 6 for the opposite side.
