fully tightening the fasteners. The clamp
may leave marks when tightened down.

Place the chosen clamp around the desired mounting
point. Close the clamp; insert the bolt that was
removed in STEP 2, being sure to use the internal
tooth lock washers on each side of the clamp (FIG 1),
and on Magnum Quick Clamps, place the spacer
washer in between the clamp halves. FIG 1

Place the Offset arm on the clamp (making sure
there is an internal tooth lock washer between the
arm and the clamp) and secure with the 1/2"
fastener. DO NOT fully tighten them at this point. Sit
on the bike and determine the desired arm position,
adjust as needed, then tighten the 1/2” fastener
securely.

FOR MOUNTING WITH 1/2"
CLEARANCE HOLE

Insert the 1/2” fastener that was removed in STEP 2
through the clearance hole. Be sure to use the
internal tooth lock washers on the fastener on each
side of the clearance hole. FIG 2

Place the Offset arm on the 1/2” fastener (making
sure there is an internal tooth lock washer between
the arm and the mounting surface) and secure the
1/2" fastener. DO NOT fully tighten the fastener at
this point. Sit on the bike and determine the desired
arm position, adjust as needed, then tighten the
1/2" fastener securely.

The angle of the clevis may be adjusted by loosening
the 5/16" fastener that secures the clevis to the arm.
FIG 1 and FIG 2 Rotate the clevis and peg to the
desired position. Tighten all fasteners securely.
